Diocesan President Role

The Diocesan President is the Voice of Mothers Union in the Diocese

The key roles are:

1) Linking the Diocese to the Central, Worldwide Mothers Union and developing relationships with other dioceses.

· Attending Provincial DP Conferences, and Zoom meetings held for DPs

· Being the point of contact for communications from Mary Sumner House

· Ensuring information is passed to Diocesan Committee and Members

2) Linking the Mothers Union Bath and Wells to the Diocesan Church of England.

· The DP is required to have the Bishop’s Blessing and his nomination to attend Diocesan Synod 

· Acting as a spokesperson for MU in the Diocese of Bath and Wells

· Fostering good relationships with Diocesan and Cathedral Staff

3) Being the figurehead of MU in the Diocese

· Attending Diocesan Committee meetings (bi-monthly) as ex-officio member
(with full voting rights)

· Visiting Branches/Groups to give talks and on special occasions 
eg enrolments and anniversaries

· Attending MU Diocesan events

The appointment will be made by the Diocesan Committee, and will be subject to MU DBS checks and Safeguarding training. For all nominations, the committee will request a letter of support from an MU member. 
The term of office is 3 years, with the possibility of serving for a second term. 
Any candidate must be able to travel across the Diocese and to National events as needed and also be computer-wise.

It is difficult to gauge the time commitment for this role and will vary each month due to the nature of the role.
